Internet Help Sheet

Definitions:

Internet (Net) - an international network of computers connected to each other by telephone lines and cables.

World Wide Web (www) - refers to the vast link of Internet sites, or collection of web pages.

Internet Service Provider (ISP) - a company that connects you to the internet.

Browser - software that lets you navigate the internet. There are a variety of browsers. The library currently uses Internet Explorer. Other popular browsers include Mozilla’s Firefox, Apple’s Safari and AOL.

Search Engine - a web site that provides a tool for searching for specific information among the vast number of web sites. 
User - anyone connected to the internet.

URL - Uniform Resource Locator, the address of a site, the web address
Hypertext - a link to another site or a different page within the same site. It is usually underlined and in color. It changes color once that web site is visited.

HTTP - hypertext transfer protocol, this is the program that makes the web work.

Browser Toolbar Tips:
Home - goes to the starting web site (home) of the computer you are currently using

Back - goes back to previous page

Forward - goes forward one page

Refresh - retrieves the current document again, good for times when computer gets “stuck”

Stop - stops loading the requested web site. Use the stop button before clicking on a link if the page has not finished loading.

Print - prints web site (not every web site will print the way it appears on the screen, depending on the web site’s design.

www.google.com is a good website search tool.
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
